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2004-2005 GRADUATE EQUITY FELLOWSHIP

$3,000


This program seeks to increase the diversity of students completing graduate degree programs. The program also encourages further study in doctoral programs and consideration of university faculty careers.  It provides fellowships for economically disadvantaged CSU students, especially from groups that are underrepresented among graduate degree recipients in their areas of study.  It also promotes faculty mentoring and research opportunities.

FELLOWSHIPS:  Fourteen Graduate Equity Fellowships are anticipated to be awarded at Cal State Fullerton for the 2004-2005 academic year pending state budget decisions.  Each fellowship award will consist of a direct financial grant of $3,000 per academic year.  The fellowship can provide support up to a maximum of two years; therefore, previous winners can apply for a second year.  

ELIGIBILITY QUALIFICATIONS:  Applicants must meet the following criteria.

1. Enrolled full-time in a graduate degree program at Cal State Fullerton,

OR admitted to a graduate program at Cal State Fullerton for Fall 2004.

2. Enrolled in study plan course work and making reasonable progress toward degree objective (current graduate students).

3. Cumulative grade point average 3.0 or better.

4. Qualify as a resident of the State of California, as established by the University for payment of fees.

5. Demonstrate a minimum financial need of $1,000. A Free Application for Federal Student Aid  (FAFSA form) must be filed by April 15, 2004, and may be obtained from the CSUF Financial Aid Office (University Hall 146).  Applicants must comply with the standard requirements for the granting of financial assistance.

6. Provide a faculty recommendation letter as part of the application.

7. Priority will be given to students considering doctoral study and college teaching as a career.

8. Qualifications include but are not limited to students from groups who are underrepresented in selected majors.
