
Dear Student,


As you no doubt know, the State of California is facing a very dire budget shortfall.  The budget that was just recently passed by the State Legislature included very deep cuts in funding to the CSU system.  These cuts follow the already dramatic budget reductions of the 2008-2009 school year.


To deal with the most recent cuts, the College of Humanities and Social Sciences has been forced to cancel several classes in which students were already enrolled.  We understand the severe consequences that such cancellations will have on our majors; however, please understand that these cancellations were unavoidable.  Essentially, State funding and the recent increase in students’ fees are inadequate to staff a sufficient number of classes needed to meet student demand and, regrettably, the situation remains quite uncertain for the near future and further cancellations are possible if the budget situation worsens.


The College deeply regrets the need to cancel these classes; it especially regrets the disruption that these cuts are causing to our students’ academic plans.  Most classes in the College are already full and are closed to further enrollment; as a result, students who were enrolled in classes which were later cancelled may not be able to find a replacement class to fill their schedules.  Furthermore, faculty will be unable to enroll students beyond the classes’ limits.


Another way in which the budget crisis will affect students is the State of California mandatory furlough for CSU employees. These mandated furloughs will impact students’ academic life in two important ways: 
· First, departmental personnel are required to take two 
unpaid days off per month. As a result, Department Offices will be closed and services will not be available on furlough days (please see the furlough calendar at: http://www.fullerton.edu/budget/MASTER%20Furlough%20Calendar%202009-2010%20JULY%2030.pdf). 
· Second, faculty must take furlough days as well.  It is likely, therefore, that some of these faculty furlough 
days will coincide with days in which you have scheduled classes.  In such cases, instructors would notify their classes ahead of time to inform them that, on a particular date, their classes will not meet because that day is a faculty furlough day. 
Students should also expect that, on faculty furlough days, instructors will 
not be allowed to hold office hours, or to respond to phone calls, or to answer e-mails.
Despite the very troubling financial situation, faculty and staff members continue to be committed to providing the highest quality education to students. We ask for your cooperation and assistance to try to make the best of an undeniably troublesome situation.
