Vanity press books, self-published books, un-published manuscripts, pamphlets, brochures, custom-published course
anthologies, and course packs will not qualify. Books must have been published or bear a copyright date between
January 2007 and February 2008. Note, we have extended the publication date into this year to accommodate
more recent publications - most importantly, there must be a book in hand.

FOR FACULTY:

Deans of each college will collect information from their faculty on who has published books during the past year.
Please contact your Dean directly to be sure your book(s) is included. Faculty members should electronically submit
the following information:
*  Faculty name (co-authors and afhiliations, if relevant)
*  Department
*  Book title/publisher/year
*  2-3 sentence description about the book
* also please send a loan copy of the book to the Dean's office
(NOTE: An actual book must be presented to the FDC for inclusion in this event).
