CHIN 299 Directed Study (1-3)

Perquisite: Chinese 102 or equivalent. Supervised study projects in Chinese language or literature to be taken with consent of instructor and department chair. May be repeated for credit. 

CHIN 499 Independent Study (1-3)

Supervised projects in Chinese language or literature to be taken with consent of instructor and department chair. May be repeated for credit. 

Before registering, the student must have the topic approved by the supervising faculty member and the MLL Department Chair. The completed form should be retained in the department office H835-A.  

Policy 

1. Lower division students normally enroll in Independent Study 299; upper division students in 499. 
2. A student enrolled in an independent study class is required to spend a minimum of 3 hours each week in study or research for each unit of credit. Regular contact should be made with the supervising professor (see the department for specific requirements). 
3. The independent study is of a research or creative nature, and it should be a paper, project, or 
    comprehensive examination, or portfolio. 

4. The approved study plan shall be kept on file in the department/program office, including a statement 
    of the final evaluation.  

5. Independent study may be repeated. An undergraduate student may enroll in a maximum of 6 units of 
    Independent Study in any one semester and may apply for a maximum of 9 units toward the degree.
