856 - Upon enrolling in an online course, students are required to set the email address in their student portal and in TITANium to the 
email address they use on a regular basis.

1743 - Online Instruction with Required Course Meetings: Courses in which 80% or more of class meeting time occurs in an online 
setting, but where a student may need to come to campus for some course activities (e.g. tests, orientation). These courses can 
include a variety of synchronous and asynchronous activities.

1744 -Fully Online Instruction: Courses in which 100% of course meeting time occurs in an online environment. These courses can include a 
variety of synchronous and asynchronous activities.

1745 - Hybrid Instruction: Courses offered using a blend of traditional and online methods. Typically these courses are a mixture of 
online and traditional class sessions. These courses can include a variety of synchronous and asynchronous activities. Hybrid 
courses will have more than 20% but less than 80% of class meeting time taught online.
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
